5. PUBLIC SPEAKING

5.1 To receive a report from the County and the District Councillor Nigel Dixon.
Clir Dixon reported that he’d met with PC Gibbs and a member of the Police Traffic
Management team on 18" September, when they visited Tunstead Road at around
9.30am to assess the parking situation outside Broadland High School (BHS). Their
view was that they did not want to pursue the matter of the law on this parking, so
further discussions were held with the headteacher and it was agreed that the head
would contact the Chairman of HPC to negotiate on the offer of parking at Hoveton
Village Hall (HVH). Clir Richmond said the head had not yet contacted him. Action
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
